@ November 2016: 40,654 illegal passes
@ December 2016: 44,314 illegal passes
@ January 2017: 41,401 illegal passes
@ February 2017: 34,101 illegal passes
@ March 2017: 54,962 illegal passes

These data indicate clearly that we have a very serious problem in New York State and our
children are at risk as a result.

We need to take action to ensure their safety.
